The Mint, located in Denver, Colorado, produced the following denomination coins for 1969:  4,002,832,200 pennies; 202,807,500 nickels; 563,323,870 dimes; 114,372,000 quarters; and 129,881,800 half dollars for a total of 5,013,217,370 coins.
